維修
如需維修，請將工具、電池組和充電器送至最近
的售服中心。

維護保養
為了降低傷害風險，在進行任何維護保養工作
前，請務必拔掉充電器插頭並將充電器或工具
的電池組移除。請勿拆解工具、電池組或充電
器。聯絡售服中心進行所有維修。
通過定期維護計劃，保持工具、電池組和充電
器處於良好狀態。
檢查工具是否存在異常噪音、活動零件對不準
或卡住、零件破損或任何其他可能影響工具操
作的情況。
將工具、電池組和充電器送回售服中心進行維
修。
如果工具在使用充滿電的電池組時無法啟動或
無法全力運行，請淸潔電池組上的接觸點。
如果工具仍然無法正常運作，請將工具、充電
器和電池組送回售服中心進行維修。
警告：為了降低傷害和損壞率，請勿讓工具、
電池組或充電器泡水或受潮。
淸理通風口的灰塵和木屑。
保持握把淸潔、乾燥，並無油脂或潤滑劑。
僅使用溫和的肥皂和濕布進行淸潔，因為某些
